Junior Sailing School 2009 
 

The week started out with 45 students eager to get in sailboats. The CBYC Sailing School was composed of a mixture of 

very young 10 year olds to 18 year old experienced sailors. The advanced students sailed Lasers with lots of time on the 

water emphasizing racing skills and tactics. The beginning students, which could include up to three years in Sailing 

School, divided into a group of eight sailing Sunfish and the remaining 22 sailing Holder Hawks. These students had 

classroom instruction in the morning and sailing in the afternoon.
